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FINAL ACTIVITY REPOT 
WRITTEN MATERIALS – POLICY PAPER    
During the first fourth months of this project, I have prepared and sent a Questionnaire (Serbian and English version), to state and university officials of neighboring countries. The Questionnaire was related to the unification of their legal system with the Bologna Declaration and I collected their answers. This was the staring point for my further inquire. 

In the same time, I wrote more then fifty pages in first draft for the Policy Paper, already submitted to the advisor. 

The final version of the Policy paper consists of the cover page, 1 page - Contents, 20 pages of text and 10 pages - Appendix, plus 1 page of The Literature. Meanwhile, three versions are revised and final material is reduced.   

Also, the row material collected in this period served as a starting point for two articles:

On the request of Stability Pact for Southeastern Europe, the first article is e-mailed to the headquarter, and the second one is to be published by organizers (Austrian Government and University of Segued) in their incoming publication.   

LAW-MAKING ACTIONS


On August 30, 2005, the Serbian Parliament finally accepted The Higher Education Act, which draws on the Bologna Declaration to a considerable extent. Although the Act has been proposed by the current government, it is mainly based (roughly 85% of it) on the ideas and even the actual text of the Draft Law produced in the Ministry of Education and Sport during the time I served as  Minister.


Partially, this achievement is the outcome of my personal efforts, some of them performed in this year, during the period of working on this project and supported by the products of this project. In Parliament I was the leader and public speaker of the Democratic Party in the Assembly’s debate concerning the Higher Education Act, as well as the representative of the same party in the Parliamentarian Committee for Education. While preparing the Higher Education Act for the parliamentarian debate in this Committee, I have managed to push through 15 significant amendments.
